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Lummi Day Trip Sample Itinerary

Through of a mix of learning, hands-on study and group sharing, we will:

Meet your guides at the Willows Inn parking lot.  Please arrive, with clothes ready to go kayaking.  For example non-cotton pants or shorts with long johns/tights; soakable footwear (See “What to Bring”); T-shirts okay if sunny, but have a heavy wool or synthetic shirt or jacket, and a raincoat in your "Day Bag."  We'll load your gear into the boats at our launch site, and hit the water.  YAHOO!  YOU MADE IT!

From the launch at the Willows Inn, we will head out on the water.  We will follow the Lummi Island shoreline, past significant cultural and natural history sites, as we make our way to Lummi Rocks, with its high bluffs of rock, excellent tide pooling, and wonderful views of Orcas, Clark and Sucia Islands.  A hearty lunch is planned for our beach stop on Lummi Rocks.  On our Wild Harvesting Day Trips the lunch will include tasty delicacies that we have learned how to gather along the way.

PADDLING TIME EACH DAY: Our paddling mileage/speed is based on the weather, tides and general strength of the group.  For safety reasons, we travel at the pace of the most leisurely boat and stay together.  Days are usually longer and fuller in the islands, we will stop for lunch at beaches overlooking Rosario Straight, view eagles, herons, native flora, and marine life.  Typically, we cover 3 to 7 miles.  

Plan for a full, exciting day outdoors. Please be prepared for any kind of weather and bring plenty of warm clothes, snacks and a fun-loving attitude. We will keep a sharp eye out for Orcas (i.e. Killer Whales), which are occasionally known to cruise Rosario Straight.  We will make our way at a leisurely pace back to our vehicles at the Willows Inn. Once there, we unload and clean boats, and load them onto the trailers.  Our adventure will be over sometime between 4:00 pm and 5:00 pm.  
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
